The College of Technology, Architecture & Applied Engineering has a number of diverse and exciting graduate research 
and teaching assistantships with highly competitive stipends available to qualified students. The assistantship allows the 
student to immerse him/herself full-time in graduate study and to develop research and/or teaching skills that are valued 
by business and industry. Graduate research and teaching assistants receive a monthly stipend as well as fee waivers for 
tuition, non-resident fees, and general fees. The assistantships are available to support teaching and scholarly activities 
related to the Master of Learning Design (LRND), Master of Technology Management (MTM-QS, MTM-ENGT, MTM- 
CONS), Master of Architecture (M-ARCH) and Ph.D. in Technology Management programs. 

 

Application Requirements for Graduate Research and Teaching Assistantships 

1. Admission to a Graduate Program in the College of Technology, Architecture & Applied Engineering 
2. Application for graduate assistantship (attached). This form should be returned to the Office of Graduate Studies 

in the College of Technology, Architecture & Applied Engineering. Please feel free to provide any additional 
evidence of subject area or professional competencies that you may have. If possible a personal interview is 
highly recommended. This helps us know more about your abilities and how you might fit into our program. 

3. Please include a current resume. 
4. Three recommendation forms (attached) sent to the Office of Graduate Studies in the College of Technology, 

Architecture & Applied Engineering by those persons recommending you for graduate study.

The Graduate Students’ Stipend and Scholarship 

 

1. Students may be awarded a tuition scholarship and/or a stipend. 
2. Masters students may be paid up to $10,000 stipend each academic year and the PhD students may be paid up to 

$12,000 stipend. 
3. The tuition scholarships fund only the required credit hours by the degree; i.e. 39 credit hours for MTM students, 

36 credit hours for LRND students, and 52 credit hours for M-ARCH students. If funds are available and one 
more course is critically needed for a student, additional funding will be considered. 

4. Qualifications for receipt of scholarship, stipend, and combinations are: 
a) Admission into the master or the PhD programs. 
b) Student must have a minimum undergraduate GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale or at least 9 credit hours of graduate 

courses completed with a 3.0 GPA or higher. 
c) Minimum GRE score of 150 in both the Verbal and Quantitative portions of the GRE exam.
