Position Summary

Leads projects and directs activities of other Plumbers and trades under general supervision of Superintendent or higher
level supervisor. Obtains quotes and orders parts. Assists and monitors activities of outside contractors. Installs, modifies
and repairs all utility distribution systems, excluding electrical, but including steam, water, condensate, natural gas,
compressed air, vacuum and acid systems. Maintains, installs and repairs equipment such as hot water heaters, boilers,
water coolers, pumps, hydrants, valves and kitchen equipment. Coordinates with engineers and contractors for projects
related to plumbing.

Essential/Primary Duties

— Modifies and repairs existing plumbing. Replaces valves and other components. Repairs pumps and troubleshoots
equipment problems.

— Coordinates with engineers and contractors for projects related to plumbing.

— Unclogs commodes, sinks and sewage lines. Replaces traps. Assists other trades with installations and repairs.
— Inspects and maintains utility tunnels and steam and condensate systems.

— May locate utilities in response to OUPS (Ohio Utilities Protection Services) requests.

— Assists and monitors projects and activities of contractors,

— Obtains quotes and orders parts. Performs inspections as needed.

— Performs other miscellaneous duties, including assisting with snow removal, maintaining supply inventory, completing
logs and reports, cleaning Plumbing Shop and work areas.
